Colourful characters

Characters become more realistic when you know all 
about them. To do this, you need to answer four questions.

1. What do they look like? 
 
2. What’s their name? 

3. What do they do?
 
4. How do they behave?

The more you 
know about the character, the more realistic they will be when 

you write about them.
